BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Dauphin
Island, Alabama, as follows: :

fARTICLE 1 - TITLES & DEFINITIONS

SECTION 1. TITLE .
This ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the

"Litter Control Ordinance of the Town of Dauphin Island".
,

, SE~!?N 2. DEFINITIONS

a. "~tter" means all uncontainerized man-made solid
waste materials including, but not limited to, paper, plastic,
garbage, bottles, cans glass, crockery, scrap metal,
construction materials, rubbish, disposable packages or
containers which are discarded, thrown, or otherwise deposited
as prohibited herein.

b. "Person" means an individual, partnership,
association, syndjcate, company, firm, trust, corporation,~ government corporation, department, bureau, agency, business,
or any entity recognized by law.

c. "Private Property" means property owned by any
person as defined herein, including but not limited to yards,
grounds, driveways, entrance or passageways, parking area,
anybody of water, vacant land, and recreation facilities.

d. "Public Property" means any area that is used or
held for use by the public, whether owned or operated by
public or private interests, including but not Jimited to
highways, streets, street medians, alleys, park recreation
areas, sidewalks, rights-of-way, drainage ditches or other
bodies of water.

e. "Vehicle" means every devise capable of being moved
upon a public highway, street or waterway and in, upon or
by which any person or property may be transported or drawn
upon a public highway, street or waterway. This shall include
any watercraft, boat, ship, vessel, barge, or other floating
craft. This excludes devices moved by human power or used
exclusively for agricultural: [purposes and not licensed
[pursuant State Law which is not operated on any public highway
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for pur[Joses other thap crossing such public highway or a]ong
l such highv.'ays between two tracts of the owner's land.

ART} CLE I I - ENFORCE.~ENT PROCEDf_1RES

Sf:CTJ ON 1..

"--" a. \lJhen any police officer or other employee of the
Town designated by Jawor ordinances an enforcement officer,
finds any violation of any provision of this Ordinance which
he is authorized and required to enforce, such person may
jssue on forms proviDed by the Town, a citation and Deliver
it to the person in violation, Directing sajd person to appear
in the municipal court of the Tcwn at a time and on a date
stated therein to answer to the charge or charges for the
violations, which shall be stated in said citatjon.

b. If the violation is the first violation of such
p:t-ovision of this Ordinance by the person cited, such person,
in 1 i eu of appearing in the muni cj-pal court at the time and
on the date stat ed in the citat ion, Jr;ay pay a fi ne of Thirty
($30.00) Dollars plus the costs of court within ten (10)
cays from the date of such citation at the office of the
municipal court clerk for the use of the Town and other
agencies designated by law.

c. The police officers and other eJr,ployees of the
Town, designated by law or ordinance enforcement offjcers
and authorized to issue citations as above provided, are
hereby ful-ther authorized to swear out warrants or execute
affidavits or complaints charging persons with the violations

SECTJON 2. FAIJJtTRE TO COMPLY WITH A NOTJCE

Any person, corporatjon, CO!TiF,any, firm, business, in.stitution,
owner, JesseE:', agent, tenant or occupant who has been served
such not j ce in acco:r-dance wj th the provi sj ons of thi s
OrcJir;ance, and who shall neglect or shall refus~ or shall
fail to fully corrlply wjth the corrective notices 'so oroered
and,lor within the time frame so ordered therein, shall be
in violation of this Ordinance. -

SEC1'lON 3. O~~ERS I AND GENERATORS I RESPONSIBILITY

a. Any person, corporation, establishrr,ent, firm,
busjness, owner, agent or occupant of property within the
Town of Da'uphin IsJand \'I1ho generates litter shall be
responsibJe for insuring such litter is managed, stored, ~
and. har!dJed in accoroance with the provisions of this \-J
OT dJ rJance. ic:"'c

b. The owr;E:'rs or occupants or persons in possessj on
of all residential units and corrlInercial establjshments shall
be responsible for compJiance with this Ordinance.

SECT] ON 4. PENAL~'IES

Any person found guilty of violating any provision
of this Ordinance shall be punished by a fine of not more
than Five Hundred ($500.00) Dollars, or by imprisonment in
the Town jailor at hard 1abor for a period not exceeding
six ( 6 ) months, or by t,oth such fine and jrrlpr i sor!.ment, at
the djscretjon of the judge trying the case. Each oay such
vioJation is CoITlInjtt-ed or permjtted to contin"ue sha1l
constjtute a separate offense and shall be punishable as
such thereunder. Any person found guilty of any provision
of this Ordinance rr.ay, in the discretion of the court, be
punjshed by a fine, imprisonment, or in the alternative,
Ir,ay be sent enced to pi ck up litter or take other rerrledial
action to comply with the terms of this Ordinance in Ijeu
of fine or imori sor!ment...

ARTJCLE III - MOVING VJOLATJONS "

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SECTION 1. LITTERING PROHIBITED

~ a. It sha 11 be un la~'ful for any person to drop, oef1osi t,
d"iscard, or otherwise dispose of Jjtter in or upon any public
or private property wjthin the Town of Dauphin IsJand,
irJcJ.uding b.ut fJot restricted to, any street, medjan, right-of-
v.'ay, sidewalk, park, vacant or occupied Jot, body of v.'ater,
except in public receptacJes or in authorized private
receptacJes provjded for public use, or in an ar~a desigrjated
by the A]abama Department of Environmental lv1arj,agement as
permitted djsposal site.

SECTION 2. ESC.~PE OF I,OAD PROM UNCOVERED VEBl.C.LES

a. It shall be unJawful for any person, ha.uler, firm
or business to haul garbage, paper, trash, sand, gra-vel,
wet cement, construction mat-erja)s, other loose. materjals
or waste unless the truck or vehicle is covered, secured,
or sealed to the extent that there will be no loss or spillage
during haulage to cause littering of streets and high.",'ays
or cause a nuisance or hazard to the public health. Except~ed:
deposit of sand or other substar,ce to increase tractj on,
or water or oirler s.ubstapce applied on a street or ryadway
in the cleaning or 'maintenance of such street or roadway
by the by the government agency having such responsibilities.

b. Any p,erson operating a vehi c)e fr om ",'hi ch any g] ass,
"'-'"' nctjls, or other sharp objects have fallen or escaped which

could cause an obstruction or Gamage a vehicle or otherwjse
enoanger travelers on such pubJic property shall irrJr,ediately
cause the public property to be cleared of s'uch objects and
shall pay any costs thereof.

ARTJCLE IV - STA'Y'JONARY VJOLAT10NS

SECTION 1. AREAS SURROUNDJ_NG COMJli..ERCIAL ESTABLISHY.ENTS
AND INSTITUTJONS

a. It shall be the duty of each proprietor and each
operator of any business, industry or institutjon to keep
the adjacent and surrounding area cJear and free of Jitter.
These areas include, b.ut are not restricted to, public and
private side",'alks, t.own rights-of-way, roads, alleys, grounds,
parking lots, Joading and unloading areas, and all vacant
lots which are owned or leased by said establishment or

I institution.

I, b. All construction and demolitjon contractors, owners

or agents shall provjde on-site receptacles for Joose debris,
paper, building materials waste, scrap building materjals,
and other litter products to prevent scattering of such
~.aterials by wind or rain if such ~,aterials are not

~ otherwise



properly disposed of on a daily basis.

c. It is a vio]ation of this Ordinance for any private
pr operty o~'rJer, tenant, occupant, ) essee or agent to grant
perrr!i ssj on to any per son to di spose of litter on his property.

d. All corrurlercial estab]ishrnents shall store their
litter in tightly covered containers so as to eliminate wind
driven debris and unsightly litter in arid ~about their
establjsJ-l.ments. The number and size of containe:rs necessary
for each establishment sha]l be as required to (mointain a
cJean, neat, sanitary premise. Spillage and overflow around
containers shall iIilIrlediately be cleaned up as it occurs.

.

SEC'I'J.ON 2. Kt:::EPING RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY CJJEAN

It shall be the duty of each residentjal prolilerty owner
and tenant to keep all exterior private pl-operty free of
litter. These areas shall incJude, but not be Testricted
to, side~a]ks, al]eys, drive~ays, yards, grounds, fences,
wa lIs and property 1 irJes; publi c and privately o~'ned storm
dra ins and "'a cant lots within the town.

SEC1'ION 3. SWEEPING LITTER INTO THE STREET

It shall be unla~'ful to sweep or push litter or leaves
or grass from sjdewalks onto street where it will be washed
into the Town storm oJains. Such litter and leaves or grass
shall be deposited in a pJ"oper receptacle whjch shall be
tightly covered or tied to prevent scattering before pickup.

SECT] ON 4. INDISCRIMINATE DU¥~ING OR DISC~~DING OF
f LITTER, JUNK AND SOLID WASTE

a. It shall be unlawful for any person to discard
or dump aJong any street, street median, or road, on or off
the right-of-way, any household or commercial solid waste
or junk on any private or public property unless disposed
of in receptacles provided for public use for the deposit
of said Jr.aterial, or in a area designated by the AlabaJi'oa
Department of Envil:orJrnental I-1anagement as a permitted di sposal
site. Any person charged with a violation of this section
shall be required to appear in court to answer said charge
or charges, and upon conviction, sha]l be fined a minimum
of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) and shall be subject to
any other penalties provided in this ordinance.

b. C)eaning litter or junk from open private property:
The Inspection Services Depal-tment is hereby authorized and
empowered to notify the owner of any open or vacant private
property within the Town, or the agent of such owner, to

.
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properly djspose of ljtter or junk ]ocated on such owner's
property. Such notice shall be by certified mail, with return
receipt, addressed to said owner at his ]ast known address
as the same appears on the records in the office of the County

""- Tax Assessor. The failure, negJect or refusal of any owner

so notified to properly dispose of litter or junk within
ten (10) days after the mailing of the notice provided for
in this section sha]_l constitute a vio]ation of this Ordinance.
In addition, the Town of Dauphin Island is specifically
authorized to institute an action in the Circuit Court of
MobiJe County Alabama, to abate any pubJic nuiiance created
by litter or junk Jocated on any open or vacaht propel-ty
within the Town of Dauphin IsJand, and the costs of said
proceeding and the removal of said litter or junk shall be
asses,sed against the owners of such property. . Exception;

This shall not apply to licensed junk dealers or estabJishrr'ents
engaged in the repairc' rebuilding, reconditioning, or saJvaging
of equipment, provjded that the work area is sc~eened from
public vjew by a fence, hedge, wall or simj_lar device of
suffjcient height to provide a visual buffer, and js in
compliance with the Town's Junk and Zoning Ordinance.

ARTICLE V - LITTER GENERATED FROM IMPROPER HANDLING

OF SOLID WASTE

SECTJON 1. DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE BY SINGLE FAMILY
DWET~.JJINGS, DUPJJEXES, TO~~~BOUSES AND CONDOS

All ho'usehold garbage must be stored in tightly cJosed
'-" metal, rubber, or pJastic cans or in heavy-duty pJastic ':3arbage

bags so as to prevent scattering of garbage by wind, ,"-,ater,
traffic or scavenging animals.

SECTJON 2. D1SPOSAL OF TRASH IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS

a. All trash shall be pJaced for collection at curbside
no sooner than 48 hours prior to the designated day for said
collection.

b. (Deleted)

c. All trash must be pJaced at curbside in accordance
with current town of Dauphin Island Public Works Depart-ment

policy.

d. Scrap, Jumber, pJaster, roofing, concrete, brick
and sanding dust resuJting from the construction, repair,
remodeling, removal or demolition of any building on private
property will not be removed by the Solid Waste Divisjon.
All such materials shall be remo-ved by the owner or the

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contractor responsible lor the accumulation of same before,
during or after construction.~

e. It shall. be the responsibjlity of any indivioual rJL;
or company doing work on private property to remove from
premises all residue and rubbish resulting from such work.

Any person owning or operating any establishment or
public place shall at his own expense be responsibJe for
provjding, placing, and the regular maintenance of litter
receptacJes adequate to contain the litter generated at such

.Jestablishment.

SECTION 3. S'I'ANDARDS FOR LITTER RECEPTACJJES

Lj t t;er receptacles p.urchase and pJ aced in compJ i ance
with these regulations shall. meet the folJowing JT,inim.tlm -.J
starlcards:

a. Construction - of such quality as to maintain
original shape when pJaced at an outdoor location and
reasonably resistant to rust and corrosion.

b. Constructed and desi gned or cover ed in such a JT.anrJer
as to prevent or preclude bJowing of litter from the
receptacle.

c. Be serviced frequently enough to prevent spillage
from overfJow and to prevent offensive odor.

d. Be maintained sufficiently to present an acceptable
appearance.

SECTJON 4. REMOVAL OF LITTER FROM RECEPTACLES

a. The removal of litter from receptacles placed at
public parks, beaches, fishing areas, and other p'Jblic
recreation sites shall be the responsibility of those state
and local agencies now performing litter removal services.

b. The removal of litter from receptac1es placed on ,
"

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private property which are used by the p~blic shall retriain
the duty of the o~'ner or operator of such prlvate p! operty.

AR'J'JCLE VII - SEVERABILITY

If any provisjon of this Ordinance is for any reason
he] d to be inva lid or unconsti t ut i ona 1 by arJY court of
competent jurisdjction, such provision and such ~o]ding sha]l
not affect the va]idity of any other provisjon 'and, to that
end, the provisions of this OrdinarJce are hereby oeclared
to be severable.
